How to adjust a level of pan head

Release stopper

This product has been designed
to handle equipment weighing
under 2 kgs (4 Ibs 6 0z). Do not
overload.

Some equipments weighing under
2 kgs (4 Ibs 6 0z), such as long
lenses, may not balance well due
to its weight distribution. In such
case use a larger tripod.

Leveller

Panning lock knob Please insert the Quick release plate in a Camera platform from the

direction of an arrow while you are pushing the Release stopper.

When the Release stopper is released, a Quick release plate stops
moving.

Please fix the Quick release knob in total in the good position of balance.

Adjust each leg length to put an air bubble into red circle.

Then adjust the quick release plate where a whole tripod is well balanced.
Do not loosen pan stopper until adjusting leg length and the quick release
plate. This caused a head turns their own weight and can be damaged.
